Have You Submitted To The Lord?
Read Scripture:

Matthew 7:21-23 "Not everyone who says to me, 'Lord, Lord,' will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only he who does the will of my Father who is in heaven. Many will say to me on that day, 'Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name, and in your name drive out demons and perform many miracles?' Then I will tell them plainly, 'I never knew you. Away from me, you evildoers!'
Questions:
Does calling Jesus Lord automatically make you saved?

Who will enter the Kingdom of Heaven according to Jesus?

On the Day of Judgment, why will Jesus tell some people “away from me evildoers?”

Just because someone claims to be able to prophesy, drive out demons or do miracles, does that mean the know Jesus?
How do we know we have come to know Jesus? (Hint 1 John 2:3)
Read Scripture:

Matthew 7:24-27 "Therefore everyone who hears these words of mine and puts them into practice is like a wise man who built his house on the rock. The rain came down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that house; yet it did not fall, because it had its foundation on the rock. But everyone who hears these words of mine and does not put them into practice is like a foolish man who built his house on sand. The rain came down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that house, and it fell with a great crash."
Questions:

What does the wise man do that the foolish man does not do?

How is putting Jesus word’s into practice like building on a rock?

If you have not put into practice Jesus teaching, what have you built your life upon?

What happens to the house built on sand when the storm hits?

Final thought: Based on the above verses, when have you truly submitted to Jesus Lordship over your life?
